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2 Introduction 
The Infineer 7650 chipcard vending terminal is designed to interface to most 
modern vending machine controllers that adhere to either the MultiDrop Bus 
(MDB) Protocol or the Mars Executive Protocol A.  The 7650 is designed as 
part of the Infineeer ChipNet3 System providing transactional data compatible 
with ChipNet3 thus giving a system manager the ability to report on the who, 
what, when and where of transactions.

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3 Vending Machine Protocol Selection 
The 7650 vending terminal contains both Executive and MDB protocols.  The 
factory default protocol is MDB.  If the vending machine uses the Executive 
protocol then the installation technician must set the 7650 to Executive mode 
before the 7650 can be used on the vending machine.  The following procedure 
must be completed prior to configuring the 7650 parameters.

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6 Operator Menu Card 
The Operator Menu Card provides access to the following menu options in the 
7650.
