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INTRODUCTION

NB This manual applies to 9055 Version(s) 1.03.

This technical manual gives setup details of the 9055 PCounter Value Load

Terminal.

The Infineer 9055 forms an integral part of the Infineer PCounter Pro range of

products.

This technical manual is intended as an overview of the options and functional

menus available to the system administrator and service technicians.

Users enter their unique ID and password using the terminal's SMS style keypad
and, if accepted,may then revalue their PCounter account's Balance, using the

terminals coin acceptor and/or note acceptor.

The terminal communicates with the Infineer PCounter Gateway Server software

over TCP/IP network.

Peripheral Options:

Note acceptor, Coin acceptor, Receipt Printer.

9055 Features:

Coin Acceptor has 6 channels.

Note Acceptor has 4 channels.

Multi-tap (SMS) entry for alphanumeric characters
Accesses PCounter online accounts

10 Base T network interface

Web Interface
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Initial Power On and Memory Corruption

At power-up the terminal will briefly display its profile, indicating model number,
firmware version, and date of firmware creation.

The 9055 Terminal tests its on-board memory at power up to detect whether this is
the first time that the terminal has been powered up or if the EPROM has been
changed from a previous version (or different model), or if the memory backup has
failed during power off. If this is the case, then the terminal will give a double beep,
whilst "MEMORY CORRUPTION" is briefly displayed, after which the terminal will
display "Clearing Memory! Please wait..." while it automatically sets all settings to
their defaults.

It will then briefly prompt "Set Clock", before allowing the current Date-Time to be
entered

( as described in Admin Menu Sections). After this the terminal will enter standby
mode.

NB a new unit will need need its own IP addresses set-up(including subnet mask
and default gateway) before it can attempt to connect to the Infineer PCounter
Gateway server.
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STANDBY MODE

After power-up
(or at any time contact with the PCounter Gateway server is lost)
the terminal will display:

MACHINE IS NOT
AVAILABLE

The terminal will then repeatedly broadcast a small UDP packet to declare
itself to the PCounter Gateway server. The device will continue to broadcast
this packet every few seconds until the PCounter Gateway server responds
with its details (such as its IP address which can be viewed using the Host IP
menu option).

Once the server has responded, the screen will change to the normal standby
prompt:

Please Enter
User ID

If at any point the PCounter Gateway server fails to respond to the terminal for
any reason, the terminal will revert to the MACHINE IS NOT AVAILABLE
prompt until communications are resumed.

In the event that the system becomes locked at the MACHINE IS NOT
AVAILABLE prompt, press and hold any key until the PLEASE ENTER USER
ID screen reappears from where it is possible to access the admin menu
using its ID and password.

(N.B. in this case it is convenient to hold the first key of the Admin ID down
whereupon it will appear on the ENTER USER ID screen and you may then
cycle through its SMS sequence as necessary)

It is not possible for users to log on to their PCounter accounts whilst the
network is disconnected.
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Multi-tap Text Input

The Infineer 9055 features an ATM-style keypad for alphanumeric data entry
from a numeric keypad. When alphanumeric data entry is required, it can be
entered using the "multi-tap” method for entering text. Multi-tapping requires
multiple key presses per letter for example, three presses of the “6” key to get
the letter "0".

To enter the letter "s", for example, press the “7” key four times; to enter the
letter "X", press the “9” key twice. To correct errors, press the Undo key. For
example, to type "hello”, press the following keys:

4-4for*h",  3-3for"e", 5-5-5for"l" 7-7-7-7 for "s"

To enter a number, you may either cycle through the letters represented by a
key until the number appears in the sequence or simply press and hold the key
until the number is displayed. For example, pressing the “2” key seven times will
display the number "2", as will as holding the 2 key for one second. For basic
symbols such as a period, keep pressing the “1” key until the desired symbol is
displayed. The table below shows the character and symbol sequence for each
key.

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User Operation

In order to log-on, the user inputs a PCounter ID and password via the SMS-
style keypad. The user's logon details are verified and if they are rejected then
the terminal will display "Logon Error", otherwise if the ID and password are
accepted, the terminal receives the users account balance from the PCounter
Gateway Server via the TCP/IP network. On receipt of the account details, the
account Balance will be displayed on the screen. At this point, the terminal will
enable the note and coin acceptors as appropriate and the user may enter the
cash with which they wish to revalue their account.

The displayed Balance will be updated with each accepted note or coin.

The user logs out by pressing any key on the terminal keypad.

The user may also be automatically logged out of the terminal if no cash has
been accepted within a predefined time limit (i.e. the terminal was left idle).

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Accessing Admin Menus and Menu Options

The menu within this terminal is split into three sections, Operator, Technical and
Initialise. The bottom line of a menu, sub-menu, or menu option will normally an
be explanatory key prompt.

The up and down keys are used to scroll forwards and backwards through the
menu. To view or modify a menu item press the ENTER key. If the item behind
the menu option is a single item, the value or state of the item will appear on the
screen. If there is a sub-menu behind a menu option, then the items in the sub-
menu may be scrolled and accessed in a similar manner.

Pressing the up and down keys will toggle the state of menu items that may be
set to On or Off. All menu items that require a numeric value should be modified
using the numeric keypad. To abandon the changes to a menu option, press the
CANCEL key. To exit the main menu or a sub-menu, press the CANCEL key.

To allow access to the menu functions, an administration account has been
added. Entering the administrator ID and password will give access to all menus
and sub-menus. The default administrator account details are given below:

ID: admin
Password: admin

Upon entry to the admin menu the screen will briefly display the profile for the
terminal indicating model number, firmware version and date of firmware
creation.

Admin Menu's Key Instruction Prompts

" 2, 8,ENTER,CANC"

This indicates the menu or sub-menu may be scrolled through using the displayed up
and down keys (2 and 8 in this example), ENTER enters the displayed menu item,
and CANCEL exits from the current menu level to the one above(if already in the top
level of the ADMIN Menu, just exits back to standby mode)

"0-9 Edit, ENTER"

This indicates the numeric value may be entered using the keys 0 to 9. Pressing the
CLEAR (backspace) key will delete the last digit entered. (ENTER accepts the value,
CANCEL exits without storing any changes).

" 2, 8:Edit, ENT."

This indicates the value may be edited using the displayed up and down keys (2 and
8 in this example) to scroll through the available settings.

(ENTER accepts the value, CANCEL exits without storing any changes).

defaults when terminal is initialised (e.g. after memory corruption is cleared
by a system card).

NB: cashmech values set in these menus will be retained through any future
firmware updates/initialisations.

Coin 1 - Coin 4 Value Cash cards require a table to translate cash acceptor
channel into the amount of cash to be added to the card.
When a coin that is programmed in channel 1 of the coin
acceptor is tendered the cash value set in Coin 1 Value will
be added to the card. A similar value exists for each coin
channel. Whilst the Infineer card centres provide 6 coin
channel inputs, some coin channels may be inhibited at the
coin acceptor.
